SECTI ON |

TITLE




Thi s Ordi nance shall be known and cited as the Flowerfield
Townshi p state Constructi on Code O di nance.

SECTION |1

ASSUMPTI ON OF ENFORCEMENT RESPONSI BI LI TY

Flowerfield Township hereby assunmes responsibility pursuant to
Act No.230 of the Public Acts of Mchigan of 1972, as anended, for
admini stration and enforcenment of said Act and those portions of the
State Construction Code pronulgated thereunder consisting of the
M chigan State Building Code, Mchigan State Electrical Code and
M chi gan State Pl unmbi ng Code.

SECTION |11

RESCI SSI ON OF ENFORCEMENT RESPONSI BI LI TY W TH RESPECT
TO M CH GAN STATE MECHANI CAL CODE

Flowerfield Township hereby rescinds any admnistration and
enforcenment responsibility previously assunmed by it with respect to
that portion of the State Construction Code consisting of the M chigan
St ate Mechani cal Code.

SECTION 1V

Rl GHT TO PROVI DE FOR JO NT ENFORCEMENT

Flowerfield Township specifically reserves the right to provide
by agreenent or contract with any other Township, Village, City or
County for joint enforcement and administration of the aforenentioned
Act and those portions of the Mchigan State Construction Code
promul gat ed t hereunder consisting of the
M chigan State Building Code, Mchigan State Electrical Code and/or

M chi gan State Pl unbi ng Code.

SECTI ON V

DESI GNATI ON OF ENFORCI NG AGENCY

The Township Board of Flowerfield Township is hereby authorized
pursuant to Act 230 of the Public Acts of M chigan of
1972, as anended, to desighate by resolution, at any regular neeting
of said Board, any person or persons as enforcing agency of said Act
and those portions of the State Construction Code pronul gated
t hereunder that Flowerfield Township is assumng responsibility herein
for adm ni stering and enforcing.



SECTI ON VI

FEES

The Flowerfield Township Board is hereby given the authority to
establish by resolution at any regular public neeting a schedul e of
fees, rates and charges for the administering of said Act and those
portions of the State Construction Code which Flowerfield Township is
assunming responsibility for administering and enforcing hereunder,
provided that the sanme are reasonable and bear a reasonable
relationship to the cost and expense of such administration and
activity. The Township Board shall further have the right to amend the
af orenentioned resolution from tinme to time wthin the foregoing
[imts of reasonabl eness.

SECTI ON VI |

SEVERABI LI TY

Shoul d any portion of this Odinance or Act No. 230 of the
Public Acts of M chigan of 1972, as anended, or the State Construction
Code pronul gated thereunder be declared unconstitutional, illegal or
of no force or effect by a court of conpetent jurisdiction, such
portion thereof shall not be deened to affect the validity of any
other part or portion thereof.

SECTION VI |

REPEAL OF CONFLI CTI NG PROVI SI ONS

All  Odinances or part of Odinances in conflict herewth,
including Flowerfield Township Odinance No. 17 and any construction
codes or construction code ordinances previously adopted by
Flowerfield Township, are hereby repealed and shall be of no further
force or effect on the effective date of this Odinance. However,
permits validly issued before the effective date of this Odinance
shall not be invalidated by this Odinance and the construction may be
conpleted in conpliance with said pernmit, or renewal thereof, and in
compliance with the construction code under which the pernit was
i ssued. Any pr oceedi ngs pendi ng, i ncl udi ng prosecuti ons for
violations, or rights and liabilities acquired or incurred under any
previous Ordinance or township construction code being repeal ed hereby
shall not be affected by this Odinance and may be continued pursuant
to said previous ordinances.



SECTION I X

EFFECTI VE DATE

This Ordinance shall take effect the day following the date of
publication of this Ordinance.

Enclosed please find a copy of an Ordinance adopted by
